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At Castle Cary Primary School our mission is to create and inspire happy, successful, confident and responsible learners who strive to be the best
they can be.

Primary Sport Premium: This financial year the school has received £17,861 to support and develop the delivery of high quality PE in school.

How we use the money effectively: A specialist sports coach offers a range of after school clubs and we try to identify sports that children may
not have tried before during the year. In addition to this, we have recently trained our own Outdoor learning leader in order to develop outdoor
learning across the whole school. Our own PE leader monitors the provision of PE across the school and ensures appropriate CPD is in place for staff.
We continue to develop our teaching assistants by training them working alongside our specialist coach. We also use the funding to encourage
children to participate in tournaments and inter school competitions. We are also encouraging greater activity at break ftimes with new equipment for
the children to use.
